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August 1957 right-hand drive Austin Metropolitan fixed head.  This was the first right drive model produced for the UK market and with the boot internally accessed.  It has 30,400 miles on the clock which is believed to be accurate.  I believe it had a 2 part bare metal up repaint in 1993 in SE London and was advertised for sale in the Metro magazine soon after that, they must have done a good job as it has stayed in remarkable good condition with a great deep finish. It has been garaged when not in use since I bought it in 2006 from Folkestone. I have a large file of documentation including an original BMC workshop manual, receipts, British Motor Industry Heritage Trust certificate dated Aug 1986 providing details of the car and MOT’s back to 1989 which indicate the mileage to be correct. It has new fitted carpets brought from Met Pit Stop in California and a number of other correct replacement trim parts which I have not around to fitting all yet including new door rubbers. I have serviced the radio with new capacitors / rectifiers etc and it works but needs tweaking to align with the antenna and still has a slight hum, I might still get that done before it is sold.  The body is in very good condition and it went through the last MOT with no advisories.  Stainless steel exhaust. The car still has the original seats and is covered in the original hounds tooth fabric. She starts first time summer and winter and engine and transmission is quiet compared to some I have heard at shows. Tyres are like new all round. It does not look like it has ever been in an accident as no signs of filler or body damage. 

 The less than good points are; the rear bumper chrome is getting crazed and there is some surface rust on the front radiator grill.  There are some minor paint blisters along the panel seams for example at the top between the rear wing and boot panel. The small body cards to the left a right of the foot wells need replacing but this may be done before it is sold. The fabric trim around the door frame edge is getting tatty.  As can be seen from the photo the spokes on the steering wheel could do with repainting. This car is not in showroom condition by any means but is still a head turner on the street or at classic car shows. The engine bay could do with a good clean and tidy up. I had not got around to that yet. The roof lining is a little grubby in a few small areas but it will clean up and is undamaged.  The door card does not fit well and the window winder on the driver’s side does not go up far enough but I may have these fixed before it is sold. The window rubbers are original and have some deterioration but do not appear to leak and would need replacing for a showroom look.
